


Make sure everyone knows  
about the program.

	� Hang posters and banners in visible areas  
on campus.

	� Place a receipt box in the front office, where 
parents often visit.

	 Hang receipt collection envelopes in classrooms.

	� Let parents know store receipts must total $20  
or more to be eligible.

	� Announce Shop for Schools on the PA, at 
assemblies and in the classroom; send handouts 
home with students.

	� Promote the program through your newsletter, 
website and school emails. 

	� Encourage church organizations, sports teams, 
friends and the whole community to donate their 
receipts to your school.

Make it fun.
	� Profile high earners on your website, through the 

newsletter, on the PA and on whiteboards.

	� Create a competition between classrooms; e.g., 
class with the most receipts gets a free homework 
night or an ice cream party.

	� Reward the student with the most receipts; 
e.g., student with the most receipts gets a free 
homework pass, extra minutes of recess, etc.

Make sure everyone  
knows about it.

	� Hang Shopping Night posters in visible areas  
on campus; announce the event on the PA in  
the morning.

	� Send students home with handouts during the 
week and give them stickers on the day of your 
Shopping Night.

	� Get volunteers to help at your Shopping Night,  
and give them T-shirts to wear. You need at 
least 5 volunteers to participate.

	� Encourage church organizations, sports teams, 
friends, and the whole community to come to 
your school’s Shopping Night.

Make it fun.
	� Invite teachers and principals to attend. Kids 

love seeing them outside of school, and their 
participation will make your Shopping Night 
even more successful. 

	� Organize a raffle at your Shopping Night.

	� Give kids an incentive to attend; e.g., free 
homework passes, extra recess, etc.

	� Celebrate the class with the highest attendance 
at your Shopping Night with an ice cream party 
sponsored by fresh&easy.
